3. The Committee will make careful arrangements for the safety of the 

birds but will not be responsible for any loss or damage that may 

happen to them during the show. 

 

4. Classes with small entries will be amalgamated within the breed or 

colour. 

 

5. Anyone wishing to lodge an objection may do so on payment of £5.00 

deposit lodged with the Show General Secretary before 3.30pm on the 

day of the Show.   Money will be refunded if the objection is upheld. 

 

6. No Bird can be taken away until 5.00pm on the day of the Show and 

stock can only be taken from the pens by Stewards. 

 

7. Exhibitors paying £4.20 for entries will receive one ticket of admission 

to the Show.  Exhibitors paying £8.00 for entries will receive two tickets 

to the show.   The Society will only provide a maximum of two tickets, 

should Exhibitors require additional tickets these can be purchased at 

the concessionary rate of £5.00 each.  Owing to the cost of staging the 

Show, a stamped addressed envelope would be appreciated. 

 

8. Prize Money will be paid out in the tent at 4.00pm 

 

9. All Poultry/Pigeon Exhibitors can park their vehicles at the rear of the 

tent.  For Health and Safety reasons, we are unable to allow Exhibitors’ 

vehicles to drive around the showground after 9.30am.  Vehicles 

arriving after this time will be directed to a specially designated parking 

area.
