RULES AND REGULATIONS 

   
1. Entry fees - £2.00 per bird and £1.00 per egg.  

2. Exhibits must be penned by 9.30am on Show Day. Judging to 
commence at 10.00 am.   

3. The Committee will make careful arrangements for the safety of the 
birds but will not be responsible for any loss or damage that may 
happen to them during the show.   

4. Classes with small entries will be amalgamated within the breed or 
colour.   

5. Anyone wishing to lodge an objection may do so on payment of 
£15.00 deposit lodged at the General Secretary Tent located by the 
Main Ring before 3.30pm on the day of the Show.   Money will be 
refunded if the objection is upheld.   

6. No Bird can be taken away until 5.00pm on the day of the Show 
and stock can only be taken from the pens by Stewards.   

7. Exhibitors paying £8.00 for entries will receive one ticket of 
admission to the Show.  Exhibitors paying £12.00 for entries will 
receive two tickets to the show.   The Society will only provide a 
maximum of two tickets, should Exhibitors require additional tickets 
these should be purchased via the shows website using the 
following link  

www.derbyshirecountyshow.org.uk   

8. Prize Money should be collected from the Poultry Tent at 4.00pm   

9. Poultry Exhibitors can park their vehicles close to the tent, entry via 
the Yellow Gate, vehicles must be parked by 8.30am and are not 
able to move until after 5pm.  If you are arriving at the show after 
8.30am or leaving before 5pm with your birds your vehicle should 
be parked in the closest public carpark (Blue Gate).Vehicle 
movements on the showground are not permitted when the show is 
open to the public to comply with societies Health and Safety Policy.   

10. Cancellation Policy - The Society reserves the right to postpone, 
cancel, abandon or curtail the Show.  Where such decision arises 
from directives, happenings or circumstances outside the control of 
the Society, the Society will refund fees, once any administration 
fees have been deducted.  The Society will not be under any liability 
for any loss or damage (whether direct or indirect, consequential or 
otherwise) arising from or caused by a cancellation, abandonment 
or curtailment.
